=l SSalvader ... is a country in which 59% of the population
(about 3 million people) lives below the poverty level. Approximately 50%
of the children under the age of five suffer from malnutrition.

Hurricanes, earthquakes, volcanoes and a 12-year civil war have left
the country devastated. The most helpless victims are approximately 6,000
orphaned and abandoned children.

It is difficult to comprehend people living in a garbage dump or in
one-room shacks made of tin and cardboard with no sanitation, electricity
or water. In a country where the cost of living is comparable to the U.S,,
the unemployment rate is 50%, and jobs pay as little as $0.60 a day, mere
survival is difficult.

Thirty percent of the children never attend primary school, and only
15% complete the 12th grade. There might not be a way to help all of the
El Salvadoran children, but through God, our efforts can impact the lives
of some.

In the mean time, the father would still
visit once in a while and behave abusively towards the children, so his Aunt
decided that it would be safer and better for the children to be placed in a
children's home. Ezekiel and Erika are extremely violent at times and whine
much of the time. They are currently in counseling with a psychologist.
